Sharon Regional reporting
300 calls an hour

Crushing demand for
COVID-19 vaccines are so
severe that Sharon Regional
Medical System is logging
300 calls an hour from peo-
ple clamoring to get the
shot.

“We have a waiting list
full of names that’s 40 pages
long,” said a hospital rep-
resentative who asked not
to be identified. “We have
people calling from Beaver
County wanting to register
with us.”

With Pennsylvania in
Phase 1A, the first level of
four, of its COVID-19 vac-
cination rollout procedure,
hospitals and pharmacies
have begun accepting ap-
pointments for vaccinating
people other than health-
care workers and long-term
care home residents and
staff.

Senior citizens and people
with high-risk medical con-
ditions — including heart
disease and type 2 diabetes
— can now receive one of
the two federally approved
vaccines, from Pfizer-BioN-
Tech or Moderna. However,

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Gov.: State
needs to
do better

But federal government
supply is biggest hurdle

HARRISBURG — Gov. Tom Wolf
said Tuesday that the state must do
a better job making COVID-19 vac-
cines available, but insisted the big-
gest hurdle is the lack of available
vaccine doses.

Pennsylvania has administered
737,817 doses of COVID vaccine as
of Tuesday -- with 473,449 people
having received one dose and 132,184
people receiving both, said Acting
Secretary of Health Alison Beam.

Tuesday’s press conference was
the first public appearance for Beam
— since she was named

who has been ap-

Wolf said that the state’s efforts
in getting the vaccine distributed
across the state have been “in the
middle of the pack” compared to
other states, and added that he
wants the state to do better.

“As we’re ramping up. We’ve got
about 1,000 locations set up to do the
inoculations. They are relying on
their phone systems. They are rely-
ing on their website. Some of them
are great, some of them aren’t up to

Man
sentenced
in Farrell
gun fight

MERCER - A man involved in a
June shooting outside a Farrell so-
cial club was sentenced Tuesday to
time served.

Jonell Galen Goudy, 25, of 330
Shenango Blvd., Farrell, pleaded
guilty Nov. 13 to aggravated assault;
attempted homicide, prohibited
possession of a firearm, carrying a
firearm without a license and reck-
less endangerment charges were
not prosecuted.

President Judge Robert G. Yeatts
followed a sentencing agreement,
approved by prosecutors, which
called for Goudy to serve 187 days
to 18 months jail time followed by 2
years probation. He was given cred-
it for having served 187 days and
freed Tuesday on parole.
